The concept of drunkenness is sufficiently clear and the question whether a defendant had been drunk on an aircraft was eminently a matter of fact for the jury: the judge's use of the dictionary definition could not be faulted:   Court of Appeal in R v Tagg, The Times 14th June 2001; [2001] All ER (D) 224 (Apr);  TLR 14/6/2001 (2001); Crim LR 900 (2002); [2002] 1 Cr.App.R. 22

The Collins Dictionary definition is, “intoxicated with alcohol to the extent of losing control over normal physical and mental functions”

The Oxford English Dictionary states that drunkenness is “having drunk intoxicating liquor to an extent which affects steady self control”
